VISITING fan attendance will be limited to 2 parents/quardians or spectators per
basketball or wrestling participant(s) family (with substitutions allowed prior to
noon the day of the event) or as allowed by local board of education or health
department restrictions.

Pass list for visiting team should be updated by noon on day of event/competition
Fan attendance limited to 2 parent/quardians or spectators per participant family
(with substitutions allowed prior to noon the day of the event) for Cheer, Dance,
and pep band

All other risk mitigation policies put into place by the Board of Directors on November 24

remain in effect and shall be implemented and followed by member schools.

NCAA League Winter Sports Expectations & Procedures:

Will follow NCAA League attendance in accordance with KSHSAA policy.
Masks will be required for entry, and at all times, inside venues.

Failure to properly wear masks the entire time inside or comply with other local
rules and expectations will result in spectators losing the opportunity to attend
future events.

Social distancing must be maintained in the stands.

Gate/Admission will not be taken at winter events.

Concessions will be a local control decision.

Spectators are encouraged to exit facilities when their student participant is done
competing or participating.

Senior nights may be adjusted throughout the season.

Teams will need to do temp checks prior to loading the busses for away events.
No shared locker rooms when hosting events.

Locker rooms are cleaned by the host school before visitors arrive.

Schools will livestream as much as possible.
